As of this newsletter, we are 

awaiting a date for a meeting 

with the school boards and 

hope that the boards will  

understand that this will be    

a benefit to their students and 

the businesses in our region, 

as there hasnõt seemed to be 

an issue in the past, by consis-

tently starting the school year 

the day after Labour Day. 

After a resolution in April,  

requesting a meeting with 

local school boards in regards 

to the 2009-2010 school year 

calendar, prior to Ministry of 

Education approval and    

having no response, the 

Chamber board was          

concerned that the business 

community had not been 

heard through a proper     

consultation process. 

The Chamber is pleased to 

note that at the last Near 

North District School Board 

(NNSB) meeting, Chair Kathy 

Hewitt requested that the 

NNSB offer assistance and 

ask for a meeting of all four 

boards with the Chamber.   

The Chamberõs concern still 

remains that an early start to 

the school year will have a 

negative impact on those 

businesses that cater directly 

and indirectly to the travelling 

public.  Secondly, those busi-

nesses that rely on summer 

students to staff  their       

operations, will be without 

staff the last week of the  

summer  season.  Thirdly, 

many students depend on   

summer employment  to   

financially offset their post 

secondary education costs 

and future goals. 

Over half of the school boards 

in Ontario were able to pro-

vide the required number of 

teaching days, professional 

development days and holi-

days into their 2009-2010 

school calendar and are   

starting their school year  

immediately after Labour Day. 

The Chamberõs request to   

our local school boards to 

reconsider their decision to 

start school prior to Labour 

Day, does not have any     

impact on the required num-

ber of teaching days.  The

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Re:  Ontarians with Disabilities Act, 2005 

 

The Minister of Community & Social Services is leading the implementation of the standards resulting from this Act.  

The overall goal is that by 2025 people with disabilities will enjoy the same life opportunities as everyone, whether at 

work, school, shopping, dining or just going to a movie.  There are approximately 1.85 million disabled people in   

Ontario; about 15% of our population.  These numbers will grow as our population ages.   

 

There are 5 standards dealing with various aspects of life.  Each standard is developed by a committee comprised of 

people with disabilities, those from the private market & from the public service.   The 5 standards and the current 

status of each are noted briefly below; 

Customer Service:  In force as of 1 Jan. 2009.  Compliance set for 2010 in the public sector & 2012 in the 

private sector. 

Information & Communications:  Public review ended 6 Feb. 2009.  Comments being considered by that 

committee before recommendations to the Minister. 

Employment:  Released for public review until 22 May.  The committee will then evaluate comments and 

recommend a revised draft to the Minster. 

Transportation:  The standard has been out for public review, the draft subsequently revised by the com-

mittee & forwarded to the Minister for consideration. 

Built Environment:  Draft Standard expected to be released for public review this fall.  The same evalua-

tion and draft recommendation process to the Minister would follow. 

 

The standards, as well as appropriate methods of serving people with disabilities and implementing strategies, are well 

described on the web site www.AccessOn.ca .  As well, try the Ministry site www.mcss.gov.on.ca & select the title 

ñAccessibility for Ontarians with Disabilitiesò.   Please refer your Members & the public generally to these web sites.  

They will be the sites where each of the standards are introduced for public comment. 

 

The AccessOn.ca web site seeks comment to these standards as they are placed for public review.  All Ontarians from 

all backgrounds are encouraged to review and comment to the proposed standards.  That feedback helps shape the  

final draft standards before they are submitted to the Minister for consideration. 

At the May board meeting, Mr. Stuart Kidd updated the Chamber         

directors on the implementation and status of the five standards set out    

in the Accessibility Act.  While the timelines for some standards seem to 

be off in the future, we want businesses to be prepared for these changes 

and ensuring that are implemented.  At this time we are not aware of any 

provincial funding for private sector to implement the changes, however 

there was a federal program recently and if continued, we will certainly 

advise the membership if there is funding available.  Mr. Kidd provided 

the Chamber with the following information below, that sets out the     

five standards and their current status.
