· Chamber board approves resolution on Business Recycling -  After 6 months of 
investigating options for business recycling in the City of North Bay, the Tourism & 
Environment committee put forward the following resolution: 

WHEREAS the North Bay and District Chamber of Commerce and the City of North 
Bay have recently completed a survey of local businesses to determine their interest in 
having the City of North Bay implement a business recycling program;  
AND WHEREAS the results of the survey indicated that 82% of businesses that were 
surveyed were neutral to strongly in favour of the City implementing a business recy-
cling program, having had the knowledge that the program would increase their annual 
taxes by approximately $100 and allow each business to recycle 3 blue boxes every two 
weeks; 
AND WHEREAS the North Bay and District Chamber of Commerce is committed to 
protecting and improving our environment; 
AND WHEREAS the effect of implementing a business recycling program would bene-
fit the taxpayers of the City of North Bay by extending the life of the current landfill site. 
BE IT RESOLVED THAT  the North Bay & District Chamber of Commerce request 
that the City of North Bay implement a business recycling program within the City of 
North Bay on the terms outlined. 

· Vice President Derek Shogren congratulated: Gateway Theatre Guild on their 60th anniver-
sary celebrations; Cementation on 10 years in business; and TWG Communications on 
their Summit International Award for their Motorola Canada RED™.  

· Mr. Shogren also stated that he and VP Sean Lawlor had an excellent meeting with our 
MPP Monique Smith recently.   Topics included the tourism consultations and subsequent 
report due out in March or April, Celebrate Ontario funding and the Chamber’s minimum 
wage survey.  Ms. Smith will also be attending an upcoming board meeting. 

· Mr. Shogren stated that the city has seen another record year in building growth; however 
with the economic downturn, we are concerned with the job losses recently and hopes busi-
nesses can weather the storm.

Minimum Wage Survey for Chamber Members 
 

The North Bay and District Chamber of Commerce is conducting a survey to assist our members in 
determining how other companies in our area are handling the mandatory Ontario minimum wage 
increases, which began this year and will see additional increases for the next two years.  (Ontario 
minimum wage rates increased $.75 / hour to $8.75 March 31, 2008; rates are scheduled to increase 
again by $.75 / hour on March 31, 2009 and March 31, 2010 to $9.50 and $10.25; excluding: stu-
dents, liquor servers, hunting & fishing guides, and home workers)   
 
We are interested to find out whether other employees, whose wages are currently above the new 
minimum wage, are going to be receiving pay increases, as well as those receiving the mandatory 
minimum wage increase.  We are also interested in knowing what effect - if any - the mandatory 
increases on minimum wage rates will have on either reducing payroll hours or increasing retail 
prices for your goods or services.

Presentation from the City of North Bay, re: property tax and assessment  
 

As many have just received their new property assessments from MPAC, it was very timely to 
have Lorraine Rochefort and Brian Rogers from the City of North Bay attend the Chamber’s board 
meeting to explain the changes in legislation and how the new assessments will affect residential, 
commercial and industrial property owners in the City of North Bay.  While some residents and 
business owners are in shock over the new assessments, the need to educate the public on what it 
means for their municipal taxes is very complicated and diverse in all situations.  First, the overall 
average in assessments went up approximately 33%; however this is the average, therefore some 
will see even higher, and of course some will see lower increases.  The municipality however, 
unlike the provincial and federal governments, is not permitted to knowingly budget for a surplus 
or deficit.  Therefore there are many things to consider while the City goes into budget delibera-
tions:  any new assessments (ie/growth over the past years); what next year’s expenditures will be 
less the revenues; the phase-in process deemed by MPAC; potential for the public being successful 
in the appeal process to MPAC; as well as Council’s Long Term Tax Policy implementation.   
 

One major change to the assessment system that has been introduced for this coming year is the 
enhancement of the fairness and effectiveness of the assessment appeal system.  For residential, 
farm or managed forest properties, the deadline to challenge the Current Value Assessment is 
March 31st and a request for reconsideration (RfR) is now a mandatory first step, as well as the 
right to appeal after MPACs response to the RfR.  However, business classes should take note that 
the deadline to challenge the Current Value Assessment is March 31st and the RfR is an optional 
first step or the business taxpayer may choose to forego the reconsideration process and appeal di-
rectly to the Assessment Review Board.   Again, businesses need to be cognizant of the March 31st 
deadline as it is a firm date for appeal for that year of assessment. 
 

The public can find this information at www.mpac.ca  which outlines the appeal process, as well as 
providing a profile of your property and compares your property with similar properties in your 
area – provided under the section AboutMyProperty™ on the MPAC website.  Also, MPAC of-
fices will have extended hours during the delivery of Property Assessment Notices – in North Bay, 
the office is located at 1500 Fisher Street, Suite 205 and hours are Monday, November 10 to Fri-
day, December 5th from 8 am to 6 pm.  In addition to these local hours, MPAC’s province-wide 
Customer Contact Centre hours will be extended until November 28th from 8 am to 6 pm, Monday 
to Friday, 1-866-296-6722. 
 

Chair Derek Shogren commended the City officials for bringing this information to the Chamber.  
With City budget deliberations beginning in early December, Mr. Shogren stated “I am confident 
that council will be cognizant of the current economy and what people can afford.  Budgeting for 
any taxation starts at zero and then you need to justify any increases.”  Shogren suggested “there 
are things you have to do, want to do and would be nice to do; and as such it is a balancing act to 
ensure those things that you have to do, get budgeted for and the other two categories may have to 
wait for better economic times.”  Shogren was also pleased that the budget process was much more 
open and encouraged businesses to participate in the budget meetings with Council.
