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that itõs important for the 

Chamber representatives to 

remain involved in the mu-

nicipal budget process.  

While it doesnõt look like 

council will reconsider the 

3.45% increase to the Cityõs 

budget this year, it is still 

important for the Chamber to 

provide the views of business 

during the process.  

Two timely resolutions were 

passed at the February board 

meeting.  The first is in re-

gards to the WSIB Bill 119 

which will require mandatory 

coverage of owners/

managers; however the 

Chamber insists that the  

government provide busi-

nesses with an option to 

carry private coverage which 

is far superior and more cost 

effective than the WSIB cov-

erage.  The second resolution 

is in regards to the potential 

move of the specialized psy-

chiatric beds; the Chamber 

recognizes that the health 

care agencies locally have 

solutions to keep these beds 

here and looks forward to 

working with these agencies 

to ensure these patients and 

employees remain here. 

The Board of Directors       

welcomed new board member 

Pat Bolger of Bolger & Associ-

ates to the February board 

meeting.  Mr. Bolger replaces 

Jim Boucher for the remainder 

of 2010, as Mr. Boucher has 

submitted his resignation as 

he moves on to another     

employment opportunity in 

Toronto.
