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regards to energy costs in 

Northern Ontario.  Energy 

costs are considerably higher 

in Ontario, as compared to 

other jurisdictions including 

Quebec and Manitoba; and is 

a factor in the loss of Northern 

Ontario businesses to other 

jurisdictions, such as the    

recent announcement to    

relocate Timmins-based 

Xstrata smelter operations to 

Quebec.  The considerable job 

loss with further indirect job 

losses are imminent through-

out Northern Ontario resulting 

from the closure of the Xstrata 

smelter operation.  Other indi-

viduals, groups and organiza-

tions have also  raised the 

issue of high energy costs as a 

barrier to business investment 

and retention in Northern   

Ontario with the provincial 

government in the recent past.  

Therefore, the North Bay and 

District Chamber of Commerce 

will request that the govern-

ment of the Province of On-

tario consult with Northern 

Ontario stakeholders to com-

mence the development of a 

òMade in Northern Ontarioó 

energy rate, in order to allow 

our businesses to compete 

more effectively on an inter-

provincial level. 

President Sean Lawlor offered 

congratulations to Gisele 

Cousineau and her staff at    

YES Employment Services as 

they look forward to their new 

offices; however for the time 

being, YES Employment is   

moving to 945 Stockdale Road 

for approximately 9 months as 

of March 27, 2010. 

 

President Lawlor noted that the 

federal budget had been an-

nounced and while heading in 

the right direction, he felt that 

the governmentõs prediction of 

a balanced budget by 2015 was 

somewhat aggressive.   

 

President Sean Lawlor thanked 

the school boards for valuing 

the opinions of the community 

with their recent decision to 

start the 2010-2011 school 

year after Labour Day.  Mr.  

Lawlor was pleased that the 

Chamber members, as well as 

parents, staff and students 

were able to provide input 

through the surveys.  Mr. Lawlor 

commended the calendar year 

committee, as well as the 

boards for providing the Cham-

ber the opportunity to work with 

them on this issue. 

The Business Centre - Nipissing 

Parry Sound recently hosted an 

HST forum that was very infor-

mative.  As more forums and 

information sessions occur in 

our region, the Chamber will 

promote the events, as busi-

nesses need to be prepared for 

the change.  While the HST will 

be implemented as of July 1, 

2010, another key date for 

businesses is May 1, 2010 

which is the transition period for 

products and services that may 

be ordered prior to July 1st but 

are delivered after that date.

Over the past year, The Capitol Centre has worked closely with Penney&Company and area choreographer Michelle 
Webster under a grant issued by the Ontario Arts Council to identify and implement Community Outreach Programming 
for modern dance in North Bay and area.   
 

The program started with the Joy Of Dance   (April 2009) with East Indian dancer and choreographer Nova Bhattacherya 
providing three days of outreach programming including public performances and classes, sessions with Dance Schools, 
Secondary School Dance Programs, Seniors and a DayCare Centre. 
 

Following this session, the Largest Dance Class  was planned and the modern dance troupe Chimera Project  lead 
close to 250 people in a single dance instruction class at North Bay Mall to establish a NorthEastern Ontario record 
(September 2009). 
 

The grant also included a local contingent to travel to Southern Ontario for discussions with The Ontario Arts Council, 
Dance Ontario Archives, and to preview available performers suitable for outreach programming in North Bay and 
area.  Locally, representatives from area Dance Schools were invited to an evening session held at the Capitol Centre to 
explain: 
Å the OAC Dance Outreach initiative,  
Å types of programs that would best suit each school and the area,  
Å how to create opportunity for students and the general public to participate as performers and /or patrons of dance in 
this community. 
 

The Chimera Project returned for two sessions of outreach programming in our community enabling students of dance 
not only engaged in dance concepts, but saw them work with the professional choreographers and dancers of the     
Chimera Project as they prepare for     
their respective live performances March 
26.  We have been fortunate to be in a 
position to take outreach to this level. 
 

On Friday March 26 , The Chimera    
Project and area dancers will perform at 
the Capitol Centre in the finale of this 
yearôs outreach program.  The owner and 
choreographer of The Chimera  Project 
company,  Mal Nowacka, will perform her 
dance entitled ñBloodò.   The show will 
open with area dancers performing 
their own material choreographed 
through the outreach program.
